APPLICATION FOR INDIVIDUAL MEMBERSHIP, February 2007

Introduction

The IAAP was formed in 2001 with the following aims and objectives:

• To set standards for National Associations who wish to be recognised as 
members of the IAAP within the Medical Section of the School of Spiritual 
Science.

• To represent, at international level, Anthroposophic Medicine including 
regulatory and legal affairs from the professional pharmacists 
perspective: Anthroposophic Pharmacy being seen as an “extension” of 
conventional pharmacy.

• To award international accreditation of Anthroposphic Pharmacists 
training materials and publications.

• To facilitate colleagueship between Anthroposophic Pharmacists world-
wide by the active building of community between Anthroposophic 
Pharmacists

1. Personal Details

3. Eligibility for Membership

Individual membership is based on the fulfilment of the following criteria:

First Degree in Pharmacy
Membership of a national professional pharmacists’ Society/Association
Membership of  the General  Anthroposophical  Society or  supporter  of  The 
IAAP Guiding Principles.
“Official  documents”  send  a  copy  of  Pharmacy  Degree,  professional 
membership etc etc.

Individual members of the IAAP vote to elect their individual representative 
(see „Statutes for Country Associations, Addendum for Individual 
Membership“).

4. Curriculum Vvitae
Applicants should write a short account of their professional experience in 
relation to Anthroposophic Pharmacy and Medicine – and current activities.

5. Certification by Applicant

Applicants should sign and date the form.

Presently no annual fees are required. This will be reviewed in the future. 
For now, any contribution to administrative costs would be welcome.
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
